STROUD VALLEYS CYCLE CAMPAIGN

GOVERNING DOCUMENT

AIMS AND OBJECTIVES

We aim to promote and encourage cycling as a mode of transport and as a leisure activity. 

We campaign for:

· safer roads, 

· better cycling facilities, 

· cycle-friendly town centres and the lowering of urban speed limits,

· improved, and cohesive, public transport systems.

ACTIVITIES – How we achieve these objectives

1. We are working with the district and county councils to promote the development of a district pedestrian and cycling strategy, so that planning and development decisions take into account the needs of pedestrians and cyclists and so facilitate an increase in walking and cycling.

2. We comment on new developments to ensure that planning decisions take into account walking and cycling friendliness, and so minimise the effects of private motorised transport.

3. We publish a regular newsletter: Uphill.

4. We organise occasional rides for members.

5. We have prepared a cyclists’ map for the whole area covered by the Stroud District Council. We hope that this will promote cycling ‘for purpose and pleasure’

MEMBERSHIP

Membership is open to all. There is a small annual membership fee for individuals, a rate for families, and a concessionary rate

ELECTION OF OFFICERS

Business is conducted at members’ meetings, normally six per year. All members are invited to attend these meetings, and there is not an organising committee as such. Members can volunteer for working parties for specific projects. A chairman, secretary, and treasurer are elected annually at an AGM. 

CESSATION OF ACTIVITIES

In the (almost unimaginable!) case of the campaign feeling that there were no further matters to campaign for, the group would be wound up, and its funds would be donated in equal parts to the Cycling Campaigns Network, to the CTC campaigns department, and to Sustrans. There would be no winding-up costs.
